Scoring Matrix

Score of 10 or less – Family needs minimal support.  Services should be less than 5 hours per month or $100.00 per month.
Score of 11 – 19 – Family needs some assistance and support.  Services should be 10 hours per month or less or cost no more than $200.00 per month.
Score of 20 – 29 – Family needs assistance and support.  Services should not exceed 15 hours per month or cost no more than $375.00 per month.
Score of 30 – 39 – Family needs additional assistance and support.  Services should not exceed 25 hours per month or less or cost no more than $625.00 per month.
Score of 40 – 45 – Family needs significant assistance and support.  Services should not exceed 35 hours per month or cost no more than $1,200.00 per month.
Score of 46 or higher – Family needs maximum assistance and support.  Services should be 40 hours per month or less or cost no more than $2,500.00 per month.
