Reviews installation’s engineering plans and specifications for environmental protection systems, facilities, programs, and projects, e.g., Energy, Web Applications, Army Environmental Data Base (AEDB), and Storage Tank, etc. Develop and implement environmental protection policies and programs. Establish plan for use installation-wide to ensure compliance with regulatory permits and installation plans. Participate in the Environmental Management System (EMS) to ensure conformance and utilizes the Environmental Performance Assessment System (EPAS) tools to monitor compliance. Advise top management, supervisors, staff, and operating officials on matters concerning environmental planning, project design, program implementation, and compliance. 

About the Position: The US Army Garrison-Rock Island Arsenal is on an island in the Mississippi River between Iowa and Illinois. The island is almost a mile wide, 3 miles long and consists of 946.3 acres that are in the state of Illinois. It is located in the Quad Cities about 162 miles west of Chicago, IL and 180 miles east of Des Moines, IA. The region, known as the Quad Cities, has Davenport and Bettendorf, IA to our north and Rock Island and Moline, IL to the south. Arsenal island has a history dating back to 1816 and was placed on the National Historic Register in 1966 and desginated a National Historic Landmark in 1989. We are within 10 minutes of the Quad City International Airport.
