Thanks USA Scholarship for Family Members of Active Duty Military – April 1 to May 15, 2009

The ThanksUSA Scholarship Program will begin accepting electronic and paper applications on April 1, 2009. The on-line application period will end on May 15, 2009, at 11:59 p.m. The postmark deadline for mailed applications is May 15, 2009, at 5:00 p.m.

All dependent children, age 24 and under (as of the 5/15/09 application deadline), and all spouses of active-duty U.S. military service personnel are eligible to apply for scholarships with ThanksUSA®.

Please read the guidelines *carefully* prior to filling out the application. The following items are worth noting here at the outset:

1. The ThanksUSA application link can only be found at the ThanksUSA website. 

2. Evidence of "active military duty" may consist of a Statement of Service; a letter or written statement from the Personnel Department or the Commanding Officer; a copy of Duty Orders; a Certificate of Release or Discharge from Active Duty or DD214. 

Because it does not provide any dates, a military ID WILL NOT be accepted as evidence of active-duty. 

3. Only the first 10,000 applications received will be acknowledged and processed. An electronic application acknowledgement will be sent to those who applied on-line, which is the best all-around method. If you decide you have to mail an application, it must be complete and have all the supporting documents in one envelope. A postcard will be mailed only to those applicants who send a complete application with all supporting documents in one envelope. Scholarship America WILL NOT be able to match up proof of military duty and/or transcripts to applications if you send them in separate envelopes.

4. Sorry, but applicants cannot fax or email paper applications. They must be sent through the mail.
