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Scam Alert: E-mail Fraud with Scam Artist Posing as Soldier in Afghanistan

A person reported today that they were sent an e-mail by a person posing as a soldier stationed in Kabul, Afghanistan, who needed money to come back to the United States in order to retire.  They promised to pay back any money sent with their “soon to be received” retirement monies.  Of course this is a scam as this is not how the military operates.
